Strategic direction and development of the school

· In collaboration with the Executive Headteacher, always demonstrate high standards of personal integrity, loyalty, discretion, professionalism and publicly supporting all decisions of the Executive Headteacher and Governing Body.

Teaching and learning
· Providing an example of excellence as the leading classroom practitioner and inspiring and motivating other staff.

· Working with the Executive Headteacher to secure and sustain high expectations and excellent practice in teaching and learning throughout the school, monitor and evaluate the quality of teaching and standards of pupils’ achievement, and use benchmarks and set targets for improvement.

Leading and managing staff
· Working with the Executive Headteacher to lead, motivate, support, challenge and develop all staff to secure continual improvement; including her/his own continuing professional development

· Line management of staff (to be detailed), including the performance management procedures

Efficient and effective deployment of staff and resources
· In consultation with, and under the direction of the Executive Headteacher, deploy people and resources efficiently and effectively to meet specific objectives in line with the school’s plans and financial context.

Accountability
· Supporting the Executive Headteacher in accounting for the efficiency and effectiveness of the school to all relevant stakeholders.

Specific duties

viii. Provide pastoral care for pupils particularly those identified as vulnerable.

ix. Lead provision of Looked After Pupils and previously Looked After pupils.

x. Provide day to day management of the school in the absence of the Executive Headteacher.

xi. Undertake such reasonable activities as the Executive Headteacher and Governors may, from time to time, require.
