	Subject/ Theme
	Learning ideas and activities

	English
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Have a look at some instructional texts, for example recipes and LEGO kits. 
Discuss the following questions. 
Q. What does instruction mean? Q. What is a recipe? Q. What is included in a recipe? 
(e.g. heading, sub-headings, bullet points, numbers, bossy verbs). 
Look at the text attached below (about the Giant’s medicine). Read together and discuss any features or unknown vocabulary.  
Use the instructions below (about the Giant’s medicine) and change bits to help you write a set of instructions for a Witch’s potion (or something else if you have a different idea). Think carefully about your: bossy verbs, fronted adverbials, punctuation (commas, full stops, exclamation marks), capital letters, spelling and neat handwriting (including finger spaces). 
You could even follow your own instructions to make your potion at the end if you’re feeling adventurous!

Grammar – Focus on any parts of the Grammar SATs book that you found tricky – Previous KS1 Grammar SATs books can be accessed online if you need new examples. 

	Maths
	- Have a go on Timetables Rockstars for 15 minutes each day. See if you can improve by the end of the week. 
- Recap the 2, 5 and 10 times tables and related division facts.
- Look at the White Rose length and height PowerPoint and try to complete some of the activities. 
- Find 10 objects around your house or in your garden. Measure the length accurately in centimetres using a ruler. Write this up into a table. 
- Measure the heights of everyone in your family in metres and centimetres. Write this up into table. 

	Science, History or Geography
	Get an adult to help you do some planting in the garden. Create a diary showing what happens as the seeds or bulbs grow. If you made a cress head at school look at the attached ‘Science cress heads’ document to see some cress we’ve been growing at home!
Don’t forget to think about all the things that plants need to grow. 
Can you remember what ‘MRS GREN’ stands for?

	Physical Education

Can you create an obstacle course in your garden for your family to complete?


	Arty crafty ideas
	Talk a walk in the garden. Look at all the different plants and flowers.

How to make the Giant’s Medicine
     Ingredients                                        	Equipment 
· 100ml of the blood of an Englishman                            · A medicine jar 
· A wooden stirring stick
· A measuring jug
· A silver teaspoon
· A shiny tablespoon

· 150ml of the juice squeezed from an orange beetle
· 1 teaspoon of fizzing powder
· A pinch of stardust
· 2 small snakes (whole)
· 1 tablespoon of fallen stars

Instructions:
1. Before you start, wash your hands with soap and warm water. 
2. Then, open the cupboard and take out ingredients shown above. 
3. Firstly, open the bottle of blood and carefully measure out 100ml into your measuring jug. Pour this into the medicine jar. 
4. Next, take an orange beetle and squeeze it gently over the measuring jug until you have 150ml of orange beetle juice. Add this to the medicine jar. 
Warning: The orange beetle, which looks harmless, may bite. 
5. While the liquids are mixing together, measure out your star dust and fizzing powder and put them into a small bowl. 
6. After that, collect two small snakes and some fallen stars from the garden.
7. Finally, add the star dust, fizzing powder, small snakes and the fallen stars to the medicine jar. Give your ingredients a little stir with your stirring stick slowly and carefully so the stars don’t explode. 
8. Once you have followed all of these instructions, your medicine will be ready to serve to the Giant. Helpful Hint: The more fresh your snakes are, the more tasty they will be.
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
