[image: ][image: ]ACROSTIC POEMS – The first letter of each line spells a word – that is the subject/theme of the poem. We need to read it vertically. Each line does not need to rhyme and can be a long/short as the writer chooses. For example -  
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HAIKU POEMS - a Haiku is a traditional Japanese form of poetry that has no title. It also has a set number of syllables in each line (5, 7, 5) and they are usually written about nature. Haiku poems don’t usually rhyme.

SHAPE POEMS - A shape poem is a poem that is shaped like the thing it describes. The shape adds to the meaning of the poem. To write a shape poem, it helps to start by writing down all the words that come to mind about the chosen topic. These words can then be used in the poem.
