	English
	- Please continue to practise your cursive handwriting.
- Continue to go through the Phase 2 and 3 sounds.
- Continue to practise reading the Phase 2 and 3 Tricky words.  Then have a go at spelling them. (Google https://www.phonicsplay.co.uk/#, https://www.bbc.co.uk/iplayer/episodes/b01cz0p1/alphablocks and Tricky word song https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=TvMyssfAUx0)
- Read lots of books or let someone older than you read a book to you.  Can you answer questions from the story or information book?

- If you have a toy farm at home play with that talking and using all the vocabulary involved when being on a farm.

	- Please continue to practise writing your numerals – extend to numbers up to 30.
- Can you identify numbers up to 30 and sequence them correctly?

- Continue to revise addition and subtraction, have a go at using small farm animals if you have any as counters.  Then pair up the animals for counting in two’s.

	Science, History or Geography or PSE
	- Draw or write a Mind map about what you already know about plants and animals?
- Discuss with each other about what is kindness? What does it look like when we are kind? How does it feel for you and for the other person or people involved? What act of kindness could you do this week?

	Physical Education
	- Follow Joe’s PE (The Body Coach) on Youtube, play in your garden.  Can you hop on one leg?  How many hops can you do in one go? Challenge the rest of your family.  Go for a walk with your family.

	Arty crafty ideas
	- Continue with the Lego challenge.
- Do a puzzle.
