	[image: ]Draw a beanstalk and make leaves to go on your beanstalk. Label the leaves in twos, fives or tens and put them in order on your beanstalk. What number did you get do?  

	Understanding the world (UW)
	If you still have your beanstalk, how tall is it? Can you measure it using your hands? How many hands tall is it? Can you remember what a plant needs to grow? What do you need to keep you healthy and to help you grow?

	Can you make up your own story about Jasper? What would happen if he climbed his beanstalk? What would he find at the top of the beanstalk? Can you retell your story to teddy bear or doll starting with ‘Once upon a time…’

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development (PSED)
	[image: ]Talk about how Jasper felt at different times during the story. Make a feelings clock and talk about how you feel at different times throughout the day.

	Physical development (PD)
	Can you play the bean game? Can you bounce like a jumping bean? Can you wobble like a jellybean? Can stretch up tall like a string bean? Can you stretch your arms and legs wide like a broad bean? Can you run around like a runner bean?
