	Subject/ Theme
	Learning ideas and activities

	English
	Share one of your favourite books or stories with someone. You could take it in turns to read sections with someone in your house. Can you be an actor and use props, costumes and different voices to be the different characters? Can you video yourself reading some of it and email it to school or a friend? Can you phone someone in your family and confidently read it to them so they can enjoy it too?  
	Can you write a set of instructions to show how food from a farm (see ideas below) ends up getting to our homes?
Make a list of all the food items you found (see ideas below). Don’t forget your use of commas in a list. 
  

	Maths
	This week focus on money. Think of opportunities where you can find totals and work out change. Can you make your own toy or food shop at home? Make price tags and use real (or attached printable) money. Take it in turns to be the shop keeper and go shopping. You might like to make a snack box for the day including different pieces of fruit, biscuits, a cake, Easter egg. Add price tags (with the fruit being cheaper!) and give children £1 to spend. They can decide which snacks they eat throughout the day using their money.  
	
- Have a go on Timetables Rockstars and/or Mathletics for 15 minutes each day. See if you can improve by the end of the week.
 
- Recap the 2, 5 and 10 times tables and related division facts. Have a go at the other times tables too.
