Writing : 
STORY SETTINGS 
All stories must be set somewhere. They set the scene and help to create atmosphere for the story.  It needs to be appropriate to the story. Think about a book you are reading/have read and write down where it is set.  Now can you think of at least 8 more story settings and write them as a list. (Woods, a shed, volcano, desert island, cave)

Out of the 8 story settings you have written down, choose your favourite one and picture it in your head. List some of the features of the landscape/image you can see.  Can you list 10? For example
 
Sky

Snow

Mountains 

Now you need to add some powerful adjectives to these features. This will add detail and make your reader have a better picture in their head of the setting you are describing. For example  
sky – glittering blue sky 
snow – sparkling snow
Mountains  – spikey mountains  
cliffs – towering white cliffs 
You have now added detail and not just written one word, you’ve added detail with adjectives. 
Finally, can you write some sentences describing your story setting?  Why not have a go at writing at least 5 sentences. 
Don’t forget to send them in to school so we can read some of your story settings!
