Just give them the first clue then, when they’ve found the first object give them the second clue and so on. Adjust your questions as they go along by making them harder if they’re too easy or easier if they’re too hard.

· Cook something outside (make sure you have an adult with you).
· Create an obstacle course in your garden.
· Create a piece of artwork from natural objects e.g. a horse made from stones or a tree made from twigs and greenery, etc.

· Paint stones the colours of the rainbow and lay them outside the front of your house as a thank you to key workers.
