	[image: ]Listen to the story of Sally and the Limpet by Simon James being read by clicking here https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=HX8vgBF1_G8
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Can you create your own story map like this one to help you retell the story?

Talk about other things that Sally might have seen as she walked along the beach. What might people have been doing in the sea or on the beach? What wildlife might she have seen? This book from Oxford Owl might help you think of ideas https://www.oxfordowl.co.uk/api/interactives/29286.html
Make and write a postcard as if you had been Sally at the beach. Describe what you see around you and what you did. You could even post your postcard to someone you haven’t been able to see for a while! There is a postcard template you can use if you would like.

Watch the short film ‘Bubbles’ https://www.literacyshed.com/bubbles.html
Talk about the film and think about what the little girl saw. Have a go at planning and writing your own story based on the film. Where might your bubbles take you? You could download use the booklet to write your story out if you want to.

There are lots of other books about the sea that you can read, such as The Snail and the Whale or Tiddler by Julia Donaldson, Commotion in the Ocean by Giles Andrea, Barry the Fish with Fingers by Sue Hendra or The Rainbow Fish by Marcus Pfister. If you don’t have these at home, you can find some of these being read on youtube. 

Phonics – read and spell words with the ‘j’ sound and spelt in different ways – j (jam), g (giant) and dge (bridge).  You can also use the best bet grid to read words and sort them according to the correct spelling choice. You can also use the list of words to play countdown and post-it partners. Remember if you hear ‘j’ at the end of a word it will now be spelt with the letter j. If you hear that sound at the end of a word it will be ‘dge’.

Spelling Shed – 10 mins practise each day (St Joes only)

	Maths
	Investigate real coins (if you can) if not, there is a sheet of printed coins to use in the resources. Notice differences in size, shape and colour. Are you able to say how much each coin is worth? Can you put them in order of value? Use the ‘Introduction to Money’ powerpoint (in resources) to count coins in 2s, 5s and 10s. You could practise your skills by having a pretend shop and making price labels for items. Easier – use only one pence coins to make totals, harder – try to add different coins to make your total.

	Geography - World Oceans Day is on Monday 8th June.  You could have a look at this website which has lots of activities being broadcast live throughout the day.

	Dance- Watch videos of sea creatures and how they move! Can you move around and mimmick the movements? Look at crustaceans – different types of bottom feeders, octopi and weaving fish. Think about the waves and how it would affect the movement. 

How could you wave your body like an octopus- knees-hips-head and shoulders-elbows hands!

Try a Mexican wave with your family showing a gradual build up as waves become stronger!
