Thrive
	This week we will looking at the author Julia Donaldson and books that she has written. 
You could focus on The Scarecrow’s wedding which you can listen to here https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=UIHLnnJ-uFc
Can you identify any rhyming words that are in the story?
Make a list of words and phrases to describe Betty and Harry.
Write your own story about adventures that Betty and Harry might have or write a story about where they go on holiday after their wedding.
Make a list of ways that the animals helped Betty and Harry.
Hunt for words in the Scarecrow Wedding wordsearch. 

Or you could choose the story of Tabby McTat which you can listen to here https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=qnYUIz_et-E
Make a missing cat poster.
Make a list of the places that the busker looked for Tabby McTat.


Read or listen to other books written by Julia Donaldson and illustrated by Axel  Scheffler. These could include The Gruffalo, The Gruffalo’s Child, A Squash and a Squeeze, Zog, The Smartest Giant in Town, The Whale and the Snail, Tiddler, Tabby McTat, Monkey Puzzle and Room on the Broom.

Talk with your family about which story is your favourite and why and then write a book review about your favourite book. There is a template that you can use to help you with this.

Phonics- [image: ]  Practise your phonic knowledge by reading alien and real words! The alien ones are written in green! Look out for digraphs, trigraphs and split digraphs! You could print these out and add sound buttons to help you with this. Start with the green box, then look at the purple box and then the pink. Once you have used your phonics to work out the words, try playing ’countdown’ and try to read the words down the list quickly and accurately by sight.

Spelling Shed – 10 mins practise each day (St Joes only)
