Key Vocabulary 

Decimal point Separates wholes numbers from the fraction 
(part of a whole) 

Percentage Per cent – out of a hundred % 

Fraction Part of a number 

Expanded form A number written as parts. E.g   2.413 = 2 + 0.4 
+ 0.01 + 0.003 

Partition Split (a number) 

d.p  Short for decimal point 

s.f Short for significant figure 

Equivalent An equivalent is something with the same 
value as something else.
